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Galicia City of Culture 

The City of Culture was planned as a major cultural pole devoted to contemporary knowledge and creativity, and since its origins has stood out as an instrument that conjugates the past and the future, allowing a full approach to a strategic area in the development of the whole of Galicia. 

This new inclusive and plural “city” was designed by the United States architect Peter Eisenman to receive the best expressions of the culture of Galicia and also of Europe, Latin America and the world, and will contribute towards a response to the challenges of the society of information and knowledge. 

The Galicia City of Culture is located in Santiago de Compostela, an emblem of the European cultural tradition and a historic city that was declared Cultural Heritage of Humanity by UNESCO in 1985. It is built on top of Mount Gaiás, and stands as a formidable architectural feat of the new century. 

The Architect Peter Eisenman 

The winner of the City of Culture competition is an internationally renowned architect. Peter Eisenman, a graduate in Architecture from Cornell University, took a PhD in Philosophy at the University of Cambridge and in Fine Arts at the University of Chicago. He is an eminent member of the New York Five group, and set up his own studio in New York in 1980, after working as a teacher in some of the most prestigious universities in the world, such as Harvard, Cambridge, Princeton, Yale and Ohio. 

The “modern deconstructivism” of his largescale projects, which are very closet o the lines of the works of Arata Isozaki, Frank Gehry and Rem Koolhaas, characterises some of his more noteworthy works: the Wexner Centre for the Visual Arts in Ohio, the Aronoff Center at the University of Cincinnati, and the Holocaust Monument near to the Brandenburg Gate in Berlin. 

Eisenman’s genetic inspiration for his project was born in the historic city of Compostela, in the five pilgrimage routes from the medieval city to the cathedral, superimposed by a Cartesian grid pattern and transported to the top of the mountain. The irregular topography of the mountain deforms the layout and the routes are mixed with the lines of the Cartesian grid distorted into deformations that are treated like the smooth, ridged lines of the surface of a scallop shell, the traditional symbol of Santiago. 

Eisenman’s proposal involves a new high point, a petreous cork that makes one think of a geological fold divided by natural colours evoking the motif of the scallop, more genetically than figuratively. The shell emerges from a warped surface that presents smooth and ridged surfaces simultaneously. 

More than seeing the project as a series of discreet buildings, the traditional form of figure/background urbanism, the buildings that make up the City of Culture are literally carved into the ground to configure an urbanism of figure/figure in which the buildings and the topography are fused into figures and the museums, libraries and auditoria do not appear as such. This proposal for the City of Culture represents a tactile proposal for a new social logic: that of the genetic coding, converting the cultural acropolis of Gaiás into a mountain that calls pilgrims of knowledge. 

INTERNATIONAL REFERENCE 

The architectural complex of the City of Culture is called upon to be a cultural and technological icon of the Galicia of the XXI century. In Peter Eisenman’s design six buildings form this infrastructure: the Archive of Galicia, the Library of Galicia; the Galicia Museum; the Central Service Building; the Music and Stage Arts Centre and a sixth building the use of which will soon be announced by the Xunta de Galicia. 

The complex is inspired by the historic old city of Compostela, and is formed through roads, porches, gardens and squares, and will transcend the concept of the cultural centre to then become a city with a life of its own, in which the visitor, besides enjoying the programming of each building, may shop, savour the food in the restaurants or simply stroll around. 

The five pedestrian walkways, which will connect all the buildings together through a large central square, starting from a space of about 25 hectares that will surround the complex, suited for hiking, strolling and leisure. 

The urbanised zone will include a car park for about a thousand vehicles, a main road and an access system that will connect with the centre of Santiago and with the AP-9, which will allow access from anywhere in Galicia. 

Without any doubt the Hejduk Towers deserve a special mention. They were designed in 1992 by the architect John Hejduk (New York, 1929-2000) as botanical towers for the Belv’s park in Compostela, but they were never completed. After Hejduk’s death, Peter Eisenman proposed to build them in the City of Culture in homage to their author, who was a friend and companion in The New York Five, the group which best represents the spirit of architectural neo-rationalism. 

Gaiás starts going … 

The official opening of the Library of Galicia and Archive was presided over by Their Royal Highnesses the Prince and Princess of Asturias on the symbolic date of 11-1-11, starting a new period in the Galicia City of Culture. 

This magnificent cultural infrastructure starts to travel the path that will lead it to become a “city” dedicated to knowledge and creativity, which will allow Galicia to face up to the challenges of the future. In this new phase the Galicia Museum and the Central Services Building will soon open their doors to gradually bring their functions to the services of the citizens. 

This framework of unique buildings interconnected by streets and squares and with all the technological advances forms a space of excellence for reflection and debate around the future of Galicia. Its spaces will include services and activities destined both for the preservation of heritage and memory, but also the study, research, experimentation, production and exhibition in the fields of arts and thought, music, theatre and dance, the visual arts, audiovisual creation and communication. 

When the library and the archive begin working this starts a time in which Galicians will be able to feel proud to possess first rate spaces and human resources devoted to their bibliographical and documentary heritage. Now the works have been completed it is precisely the time for both institutions to grow, increasing their stocks, their teams of professionals and gradually increasing their services. 

Cultural Programming 

In 2011 an ambitious cultural programme is under way, inspired by that which will be the main working lines of the Galicia City of Culture: commitment to contemporary creation in its different fields (architecture, sculpture, painting, photography, etc.), always with a vocation towards international openings; work to preserve and divulge the bibliographical and documentary heritage, involving defence of and promotion of the memory and identity of Galicia; research connected to the role of the new technologies, in areas like access to knowledge and the training of future generations of professionals and researchers. There will be shows, exhibitions, seminars, international congresses and outdoor artistic interventions, etc. 

The first of these activities, “Galicia, ceo das letras”, proposes twelve author’s Saturdays dedicated to paying homage to major figures of Galician and universal literature through a series of literary activities mixed with artistic representations. Until Saturday the 25th of June the City of Culture will see such relevant creators and personalities as María Kodama, the widow of Jorge Luis Borges; the actor José Luis Gómez, National Theatre Prize and who worked with directors like Pedro Almodóvar and Milos Forman; the singer Dulce Pontes; the contemporary music composer and National Music Prize winner Mauricio Sotelo; the Casa Hamlet theatre company; or the pianist Nacho Muñoz, among others. 

This cycle, which is organized in collaboration with a good part of the major Galician cultural institutions, is presented as a dialogue between literature and the other arts. Each one of the twelve sessions will be dedicated to a writer, involving an initial talk given by a renowned expert, followed by an artistic performance connected to the spirit of the autor being celebrated, and finallt an aperitive will be served. The artistic representations, which will serve as a support for better apreciating the excellence of major figures of Galician and universal literature, include theatre shows, musical spectacles, cinema productions and the showing of documentaries. 

The cycle will consist of twelve sessions dedicated to nine Galician writers and three “invited neighbours.” The Galician anthology is made up of Rosalía de Castro, Manuel Antonio, Camilo José Cela, Martín Códax, Ramón María del Valle Inclán, Álvaro Cunqueiro, José Ánxel Valente, Gonzalo Torrente Ballester and Eduardo Blanco Amor. The three special sessions will be dedicated to Jorge Luis Borges, Fernando Pessoa and Salvador Espriu. These last three representing the connections between Galician literature and that of Latin America, Portugal and Catalonia. 

The “Galicia, ceo das letras” cycle is organised with the collaboration of fourteen entities that represent a select anthology of the large institutions that work for Galician culture: the Rosalía de Castro Foundation, Royal Galician Academy, Camilo José Cela Foundation, Casa Pessoa, Penzol Foundation, Valle Inclán Cathedra and José Angel Valente Cathedra of the University of Santiago, the Ramón Llull Institute, the Council of Galician Culture, the Torrente Ballester Foundation, the Association of Writers in the Galician Language and the Jorge Luis Borges International Foundation. 

Participation in “Galicia, ceo das letras” is free of charge, although one should reserve a seat, given that the capacity of the Library of Galicia is limited. ONGOING EXHIBITIONS 

In the Archive of Galicia building, the permanent exhibition “Peter Eisenman. The City” allows one to “read” the architecture of the City of Culture and follow the lines that mark and organise the set: six large buildings that interact with each other as if they were a single work, a great sextet. As an interpretation centre, Peter Eisenman himself, through a recording projected on a screen, receives visitors in the entrance to the Archive building, presenting the ideas that inspired the culminating work of his career as he himself terms it. 

The buildings are united by elements and marks, and a visible order makes them form part of a great organism, of a new “magic mountain” created on Gaiás. Through the exhibition one can follow the outlines of the project, the elements that make up its spaces and façades, decoding them in order to understand the laws that govern the composition. At the same time one may get to know the leading figures in the team that is building this major work and see the enormous quantity of documents necessary for their work. 

Through videos, models and photographs on unique supports specially designed for the 

exhibition, “Peter Eisenman. The City” allows one to enter the DNA of the project, of the language that served for the construction of a work that stands as a symbol of contemporary Galicia, a new cultural space for encounter for all Galicians. The exhibition reflects the commitment that the Galicia City of Culture will maintain with contemporary architecture. 

Until the 13th of March the Library of Galicia is showing photographs belonging to the exhibition “Espazos propios”, by Candida Höfer. The City of Culture and the Xacobeo 2010 are collaborating in the organisation of this exhibition, which invites the spectator to hold a photographic pilgrimage through buildings that functioned as spaces for the transfer of knowledge and which are connected to that flow of ideas by antonomasia that is the Way of Santiago. The prestigious German photographer Candida Höfer aimed her camera at historical archives, libraries, museums, cultural centres,… capturing the relationship between these buildings and their cultural uses. 

In this way, and after a careful process of production carried out in the context of the Holy Year, the visual corpus created by Candida Höfer takes images of the Monastery of Santa Maria la Real de Oseira and of the Cathedral de Santiago de Compostela, along with photographs of archives like the Library of the House of the Consulate of La Corunna, the Vigo Public Library and also the Library of the Galicia City of Culture, and others related to cultural interchange and teaching, like the IES Otero Pedrayo de Ourense or the Faculty of Geography and History of the University of Santiago de Compostela. In common, they all have the fact of being places and spaces in which culture is a fundamental part in their meaning and reason for being. At the same time she includes, among others, images of the King John Library of the University of Coimbra, of the General Historical Library of the University of Salamanca and of the General Archive of the Indies of Seville, as a demonstration of the international character of the Way of Santiago. 

“Espazos Propios” was designed as a set of three exhibitions: the one that can be seen in the Library of Galicia of the City of Culture with the name Lugares; the one exhibited in the Monastery of San Martiño Pinario under the title de Espazos, and the compendium publication of all those that is presented as the “exhibition on paper” under the name Imaxes. 

The exhibition “Ex libris Gallaeciae. Dos libros de Galicia” curated by the historian Xosé Ramón Barreiro Fernández, ex president of the Galician Royal Academy, and by Xosé Luís Axeitos, secretary of this institution, shows, in the Archive of Galicia, an approximation to the identity of Galicia through manuscript chronicles, printed books and documents which, due to their historical, literary, legal or scientific value, have contributed to the construction of what we today see as “Galicianness”. This is a trip through the construction of Galician culture through eighty “bibliographical jewels” brought together for the first time in the same exhibition, from the first document written in Galician to the first electronic book published in Galicia. This exhibition heads a programming that will always have its aim to divulge the wealth of Galician bibliographic and documentary heritage, or, which is the same thing, to work to preserve memory and identity. 

Visitors will find works like the first printed book to come to Galicia, Decretales Gregorii Papae Maguncia IX, and will discover that it came from the workshop of Peter Schoeffer, one of the partners and successors of Gutenberg himself. Next to this is the first book printed in Galicia: the “Breviarium Auriensis”, a work by travelling printers that was made in Ourense in 1485. Also on show is a copy of Proezas de Galicia (1810), 

the oldest surviving book printed in Galician, in which two characters, Chinto and Mingote, talk about the war against the French. The exhibition includes one of the only five remaining complete versions in the world of the Calixtine Codex. Also, there is the first document written in Galician, the “Foro do Bo Burgo de Castro Caldelas” (1228) on loan from the Casa de Alba. Also among the 83 works is the first map of the Kingdom of Galicia, the first newspaper in Galician and the first illustrated magazine published in Galicia. 

The great Galician scientists occupy a prominent place. Visitors will discover that there was a mathematician from Lalín whose calculations made it necessary to revise the measuring of  meridians, gaining the respect and admiration of the Royal Society of London; that in Galicia logarhythmic tables were published which were used throughout Europe and won prizes, even at the Paris Universal Exhibition of 1867, or that there were Galician navigation treatises that were studied in naval schools in dozens of countries.

Visits and Services 

On the first six days after the opening of the Library and Archive of the Galicia City of Culture some twelve thousand people came to get to know the cultural infrastructure of Mount Gaiás. This number confirms the interest that the complex designed by Peter Eisenman is arousing, now being converted into an indispensable destination due to the attraction of the now finished buildings, its cultural programme and the possibility of visiting the new space defined by the group of the square and the urbanised area around the two inaugurated blocks. Gaiás is the place for lovers of architecture, of culture and is a place of leisure for families who like sport or photography. 

The Galicia City of Culture provides visitors with the ON/OFF spaces, two complementary rooms designed to offer both an “activity area” and an “island of rest”. This project, carried out by the designers Martín Azúa, Idoia Cuesta, Arturo Álvarez and the firm Martínez Otero, is the result of the fusión of traditional Galician craft techniques and of the most avant-garde creativity. The ON space is designed as a dynamic area for relating, a space for recharging energy, holding an informal meeting or going onto the Internet. It has an information point to inform visitors about the activities of the Galicia City of Culture. On the other hand, OFF is a zone for relaxing and resting. In this room one can consult catalogues and books related to the City of Culture and a plasma screen allows one to get to know the details of the complex. The seats are made using traditional Galician basket-making techniques. 

The First Two Buildings 

The Library of Galicia 

The Library of Galicia is officially created as an institution responsible for the recovery, 

conservation and divulging of Galician bibliographical heritage in 1989, when the Galician Library Law creates the then termed Higher Bibliographical Centre of Galicia (CSBG) and defines its functions in the framework of the technically-termed national libraries and, specifically in the Spanish context, autonomous libraries. Without any fundamental changes in its responsibilities, the CSBG, as the head of the Galician library system, takes on the name of the Library of Galicia in December 2010. 

In 2011, and after a long period of moving, first from the location of the CSBG in the Calle del Hórreo to the current Archive of Galicia building, and then from here to the Library, it opens its services, now definitively, in the City of Culture, in the building that will be called Rosalía de Castro inside the Mount Gaiás complex. 

These new premises give the Library of Galicia a unique opportunity, not only to offer a broad range of services to the Galician public and those from outside of Galicia, but also to become a part of a unique architectural project that marks not only the city of Santiago but also supposes an artistic contribution that over time will become a world architectural reference. 

The Library of Galicia intends to stand as fundamental centre for the recovery and diffusion of culture produced in Galicia, not only as a safeguard for heritage, but also in the responsibility to share it and spread it through the many mediums available to it. 

FUNCTIONS 

The works commissioned by Law 14/1989 on Libraries and its later development to the new institution, which stands as the head of the Galician Library System are the traditional ones in this type of centres: The first and fundamental work consists of carrying out a task of gathering and recovery, essentially of the bibliographical production in Galicia, understanding this as “all the printed, sound, audiovisual and computerised production carried out in Galicia”. Added to this is “all the printed, sound, audiovisual and computerised production in Galician and in other languages, carried out outside Galicia but referring to it or of special interest to Galicia”. 

In order to do this work the CSBG has, besides the usual processes of purchasing or the extraordinary ones of donations or deposits, fundamentally with an instrument traditionally associated to libraries of this kind: the Legal Deposit, which allows collection of everything printed or recorded in Galicia through a norm that guarantees the sending to the CSBG of one copy of the five that printers or manufacturers in general must provide. 

A second and fundamental task for the CSBG is bibliographical in nature. On the holdings that come in through legal deposit, which make up the Bibliography of Galicia, and on the heritage holdings that are found in the Galician libraries. This cataloguing of the Galician bibliographical holding began back in 1986 with the task of locating and description of the holdings printed before 1900 conserved in Galician centres (currently the limit date has been fixed at 1958, the year when the present system of legal deposit was set up). This task is still carried out through an annual agreement with the Ministry of Culture. 

Besides these bibliographical functions, which it completes and modernises with tasks of diffusion and with its digital library, the Library of Galicia is the head institution of the Galician Library System, taking on a series of functions and services related to the important responsibility that this supposes: lending services within the library network through its Central Lending Library, or of the service of travelling libraries, support for book clubs, courses and training events, normalisation and drawing up of technical norms for Galician libraries, centralising cataloguing, co-ordination and support in computerisation processes, etc. 

THE DIGITAL LIBRARY 

As a result of the technological development taken place over recent years in the fields of computer and information technology, the Library of Galicia has taken on new challenges, of note among which are the Digital Library. The digitalization of the heritage holdings conserved in the Galician institutions, which the CSBG starts in 1997, converts the Library of Galicia into a pioneer within the Spanish library system. The first digitalisation tasks were carried out on the hemerographic collections of old Galician press, then on monograph holdings and currently on all kinds of holdings, including both printed and graphic materials such as cartography, engraving, posters, photographs or post cards, as well as materials on other supports such as sound and audiovisual. 

The development of the digital library allows conservation and above all diffusion among the general public, students and researchers of the rich bibliographical heritage of Galicia and allows access to the immense quantity of information contained in the thousands of pages of books and periodical publications printed in Galicia or by Galicians outside Galicia. It also allows collaboration with the centres of the community in which the Galician bibliographical holding is to be found. 

The pages of the Digital Library of Galicia emerged with the offering of two types of information: that referring to the Galician press, with over a million pages, essentially from the XIX century and generally accessible in the form of image and text (through the OCR a word search in the documents is possible) and a small database of Galician cartography. For access by author a new page has been created, Autores Gallegos, which gives access not only to the digitalised work of a growing number of authors but also to the complementary information existing on other databases about the personalities in question. 

This service, which is fundamental in the current organigram of functions of the Library of Galicia, will be widely developed with the establishing of the new centre in the City of Culture. On one hand with the inclusion of  new types of documentation and of digitalised supports (engravings, posters, photographs or post cards, cartoon strip, sound and audiovisual recordings, etc.) with its own access portals, and on the other hand with the already-begun development of descriptive norms allowing its integration in supranational projects such as that of Europeana. 

The Library of Galicia is involved in this important project through a portal of its own “Galiciana” in which not only Galician users but all researchers or lovers of our culture from anywhere on the planet can access it through searches integrated with the other European countries. 

THE HOLDINGS 

The Library of Galicia has been collecting since 1981, when the new Legal Deposit law indicating the providing of one copy for this institution was introduced, forming holdings which make up its current collection, at that time deposited in the University Library of Santiago. 

Currently the number of volumes it possesses is over 250,000, taking into account that its holdings do not only include print, but also all kinds of support susceptible to act as vehicles for the diffusion of culture and information. 

It has an important and complete collection of Galician monographs or those related to Galicia, both modern and old, the latter coming from different purchases and donations. Of note among these, in relation to Galician books, are the important collections of Basilio Losada and Xesús Alonso Montero. 

It also has an important hemerographic collection, both of old or modern magazines and 

of periodical press. With some collections of old Galician press going from the XIX century to the early XIX century.Of note among the holdings on special materials is the cartographic collection, with a rather complete representation of old Galician cartography from the collection of Carlos Díaz, as well as from the library donated by Adolfo Núñez de las Cuevas specialised in Earth Sciences and with important cartographic examples. 

Music, with recordings and scores, audiovisuals, engravings and posters, photographs and post cards, both modern and old, complete the remarkable holdings of the Library of Galicia. 

SERVICES 

Since the outset, and as the Library of Galicia takes on responsibilities and above all encounters or receives the means and capacities to carry them out, there emerge a series of services that make up what the Central Library of the Galician Library System is and will be in years to come. 

The two essential functions of a library of this kind, the conservation function and that of safeguarding the bibliographical heritage, and the bibliographical function, particularly aimed at the holdings printed in Galicia, are the first steps for the library and its first services, adapted to the historical circumstances with which it is born. 

The Digital Library and the possibility of  accessing it through the Internet was at the time an important advance towards the aim of diffusing the heritage holdings of Galicia and making them accessible. 

The developing of services to the Library Network has also been one of the services accepted by the Library of Galicia since its early years. 

The opening of its new main premises to the public represents a new fundamental step towards full operating and to the active presence of the Library of Galicia in the promotion and diffusion of our culture. 

ACCESS 

The Library of Galicia has free access rooms, where all citizens can enter, and there will also be other rooms with access restricted to researchers, where it will be necessary to have a researcher card, which can be issued in the centre itself. 

The Archive of Galicia 

Archives hold all the documents that institutions, entities, companies and people produce naturally in carrying out their functions and activities (administrative, economic, union-related, religious, personal...). 

Archives are administration and are culture; one might say that they represent the culture of administration because they form the material register of norms, of procedures, of the acts and working methods of public and private organisations. But in a wider sense they are culture because they form something as transcendental as the documentary heritage of a country. 

Documentary heritage is a fundamental part of the collective memory of society. The documents that form it provide information, knowledge, science, a guarantee of citizens’ rights, transparency, history, arts... So we should strive to conserve it and guarantee access to it for everyone, from the citizen and the clerk to the journalist and researcher. 

The Archive of Galicia holds all of the documents produced by the Xunta de Galicia and the organs and entities dependent upon it since its creation (1982). It is the head institution of the Galician System of Archives, and so symbolises the unity of the documentary heritage of the community. This heritage includes a considerable amount of its written culture, and is characterised, among other aspects, by its quality, antiquity, diversity, invisibility and dispersion. 

The Archive of Galicia has its main premises in the Galicia City of Culture, located on Mount Gaiás in Santiago de Compostela. It organically depends on the Galician General Directorate of the Book, Libraries and Archives. 

FUNCTIONS 

The Archive of Galicia exercises the functions of being a reference centre for the Galicia archives system and the historical archive of the archive subsystem of the Xunta de Galicia, and as such must conserve, diffuse and increase the documentary heritage of Galicia. In concrete terms it is responsible for:

a/ Receiving the transfer of documents from the different organs of the Xunta de Galicia or from its dependent organs with a territorial range larger than a province or any other holding of a public nature from other institutions in the Autonomous Community that it is agreed to be deposited with it. 

b/ Receiving by donation, legacy, deposit or purchase any holding of a private nature of Galician interest that is agreed upon. 

c/ Programming and coordinating the works of identification, assessment and selection of documents that take place in all the archives in the Xunta de Galicia archive subsystem and namely on the central level. 

d/ Organising and describing the documentary holdings it keeps. 

e/ Carrying out the preventive conservation of the documentary holdings it keeps and the restoration of those documents that may need it. 

f/ Digitalizing the holdings it keeps and coordinating the digitalisation programmes of the documentary heritage of Galicia. 

g/ Granting access to the documents and to the information contained in them to the administration and to all manner of users. 

h/ Diffusing by any means the documentary holdings it keeps and, in general, the documentary heritage of Galicia. 

i/ Establishing and developing technical archiving norms for the Galician Archive System. 

j/ In general, completing those tasks requested of it due to its competences. 

SERVICES 

Access is open to all and without charge. Access may only be restricted in accordance with current legislation or, in cases of direct consultation of originals, when this may involve conservation risks. 

Requests for information may be made directly in the reading room or by e-mail, post, fax, telephone or internet. For consultation in the reading room it will be necessary, for identification purposes, to present an official document (ID card or passport) and to be subject to the norms for consultation available in the room. 

Whenever there are legal possibilities and the state of conservation of the documents allows this, one may request reproductions (simple copies or certified copies). The prices of the reproductions should be in keeping with what is stipulated in the current norm about public rates and prices. 

There may be loans of original documents to the producing institutions when it is necessary in order to carry out activities related to their area of competence. There may also be loans in order to participate in cultural activities, particularly temporary exhibitions, to the institutions that request this whenever prior requirements are met and the loan is authorized by the competent organ. 

The Archive will stimulate the diffusion of its holdings and activities, mainly through the publication of instruments of description, of the periodic organisation of exhibitions and the reception of guided tours for schools and other groups. 

THE HOLDINGS 

Fundamentally the Archive aims at keeping the documents produced by the Xunta de Galicia and its dependent organs with a territorial expanse greater than a province and which possess historical value. But also those of any organism, institution or entity of an autonomous, private and public nature that has particular relevance and are of permanent conservation due to their historical and cultural value.
